Message 2010 — If You Want to Cultivate Peace, Protect

It should be evident that the ecological crisis cannot be
viewed in isolation from other related questions. . . Pru-
dence would thus dictate a profound, longterm review of
our model of developmenine which would take into con-
sideration the meaning of the economy and its goals with an
eye to correcting its malfunctions and misapplications. . .
Humanity needs a profound cultural renewaljt needs to

My parents, some friends and I were moving my stuff into
the rectory on a Sunday evening in early October 2006. We
had our vehicle parked in the driveway between the church
and the rectory.

for building a brighter future for all. Our present crises — be
they economic, food-related, environmental or social — are
ultimately also moral crises, and all of them are interrelated.
They require us to rethink the path which we are travelling
together. Specifically, they call for a lifestyle marked by
sobriety and solidarity, with new rules and forms of engage-
ment, one which focuses confidently and courageously on
strategies that actually work, while rejecting those that have
failed. (#5)

The ecological crisis offers an historic opportunity to de-
velop a common plan of action . . . I would advocate the
adoption of a model of development based on the centrality
of the human person, on the promotion and sharing of the
common good, on responsibility, on a realization of our
need for a changed life-style, and on prudence, the virtue
which tells us what needs to be done today in view of what
might happen tomorrow.* (# 9)

We must develop cleaner technologies and assist devel-
oping countries in utilizing them.

There is a need to encourage research into, and utilization
of, forms of energy with lower impact on the environment
and “a world-wide redistribution of energy resources, so
that countries lacking those resources can have access to
them”.2 . . . Encouragement needs to be given, for example,
to research into effective ways of exploiting the immense
potential of solar energy. Similar attention also needs to be
paid to the world-wide problem of water and to the global
water cycle system, which is of prime importance for life on
earth and whose stability could be seriously jeopardized by
climate change. Suitable strategies for rural development
centered on small farmers and their families should be ex-
plored, as well as the implementation of appropriate poli-
cies for the management of forests, for waste disposal and
for strengthening the linkage between combating climate
change and overcoming poverty. (# 9, 10)

The Pope calls for review of our models of development
and energy. Unfortunately, most of us live the lie that more
is better, wealth is measure by material goods, and develop-
ment is always good ... What happens in these situations is
that more/material/development becomes the “god”. So, the
goal of development is development, the good of things is
things, the goal of more is more... This is called idolatry =
putting anything in the place of God. Notice that the heart
of all the social teaching of the Church is always the whole
human person and God’s Kingdom. So from a church
standpoint, the goal of development is must be the human
and the kingdom. Notice the Pope’s emphasis on cleaner

energies above — it is out of concern for climate change and

poor. As Christians we have to keep it integrated!

So how do we as a parish look at development? How do we
use cleaner and more equitable technologies? Wind power
anyone?
